  2. The Madrasah authority is not allowed to increase or decrease the total no of holidays 
in this academic year, which is fixed to 65 days without the written permission of the 
Board. Any excess holiday(s) beyond sixty five days in this academic year, enjoyed by the 
madrasah will be treated as unauthorized leave. 
3. For hilly areas of Darjeeling, the M/A may adjust the vacation as per local environment 
keeping total number of holidays fixed at 65 days. 
4. Any festival affected due to lunar cause, the holiday on account of the said festival 
would be so adjusted. 
5. In case of Madrasahs where Friday is weekly holidays instead of Sunday the holiday 
will be changed accordingly. 
6. The Madrasah authority shall make necessary arrangement to observe the following
